	-Edict of Nantes (1589) – gave French Protestants (otherwise known as Huguenots) religious toleration in France

**Palace of Versailles- housed all of the French nobles and allowed Louis XIV to keep an eye on and control French nobles

-French court life dominated upper class life

1. Builds St. Petersburg as a western city

	absolute monarch – ruler with complete authority over the government + lives of their people

divine right – belief that ruler’s authority comes directly from God (similar to Mandate of Heaven in China)
	“westernization” – desire to make one’s country more modern through strengthening the economy of the country and adopting Western European (English, French, etc.) customs

Czar- leader of Russia

Autocrat- one ruler with complete control over government
	limited monarchy – gov’t in which a constitution or legislative (law-making) body limits the power of a monarch
